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Changing the Coolant 
 
Start by draining the old coolant. Then refill the system with plain water and some Arm & 
Hammer Washing Soda and run the engine for an additional 10 minutes after reaching nor-
mal operating temperature. Drain, cool, refill with plain water, and run again. Drained, 
cooled and refilled with 60 (Water)/40 (EG) mix.  
 
Note: Washing Soda is really a laundry detergent booster for hard water. Grandma used it in 
the 30's and 40's. The guys in the family would use it to clean their cooling systems because 
there are no harsh chemicals, but it does one heck of a job cleaning out the gook and rust. 

 

Peanut Butter & Jelly Bars 
 

½ pound (2 sticks)                  unsalted butter, at room temperature 
              1 ½ cups                   sugar 
           1 teaspoon                   pure vanilla extract  

               2                   extra-large eggs, at room temperature 
                2 cups                     creamy peanut butter, such as Skippy (18 oz) 
                3 cups                     all-purpose flour                      
         1 teaspoon                     baking powder 
    1 ½ teaspoons                     kosher salt 
            1 ½ cups                     raspberry jam or other jam (18 oz.) 
             2/3 cups                     salted peanuts. coarsely chopped    

 
Preheat the oven to 350 degrees.  Grease and flour a 9 X 13 X 2-inch baking pan. 

            In the bowl of an electric mixer fitted with a paddle attachment, cream the butter and 
sugar on medium speed until light yellow, about 2 minutes.  With the mixer on low speed, add 

the vanilla, eggs, and peanut butter and mix until well combined. 
 

          In a small bowl, sift together the flour, baking powder, and salt.  With the mixer on low speed, 
slowly add the flower mixture to the peanut butter mixture.  Mix just until combined. 
            Spread two thirds of the dough in the prepared pan, using a knife to spread it evenly.  Spread 
the jam evenly over the dough.  Drop small globs of the remaining dough evenly over the jam. Don’t 
worry if all the jam isn’t covered; the dough will spread when it bakes. Sprinkle with the chopped pea-
nuts and bake for 45 minutes, until golden brown.  Cool and cut into small squares. Makes 24 bars.
